Council urges
IFA backing 
on business
funding

The Financial Services Skills Coun-
cil is calling on advisers to con-
tribute to the FSSC’s dialogue with
the Government over its funding
for business development.

The Government is deciding how
it will provide funding support for
firms through channels such as local
enterprise partnerships. 

FSSC chief executive Liz Field says
now is the time for advisers to influ-
ence Government spending.

She says: “Now is absolutely the
right time to influence how money
is spent. There are funding cuts
being made but money is still going
to be allocated for the various needs
of sectors.”

When Field was appointed FSSC
chief executive last April, she cal-
led for input from IFAs about how
the organisation could help the
advice sector. She says while trade
bodies were engaged, she got very
little input from advisers.

She says: “What I really need from
IFAs is for them to tell me what sup-
port they need and how serious that
need is. That will enable me in my
discussions with the Government
to say ‘IFAs need support in, say,
management development or IT
training, therefore your funding for
training initiatives should be in
those areas.”

The Pensions Management Institute
says three times as many people
gained its advanced diploma in retire-
ment provision qualification in Octo-
ber 2010 compared with the same
month in 2009.

According to the PMI, 29 people
achieved the advanced diploma fol-
lowing the October exams. In Octo-
ber 2009, there were nine successful
candidates. In total, 230 students have
now successfully completed the
advanced diploma. 

The PMI is a professional body

which provides support and devel-
opment for people working in the
pension industry. Its membership cur-
rently stands at 5,000. 

The PMI says the increase in uptake
demonstrates the value that employ-
ees place on education during peri-
ods of economic difficulty. It says
demand has been driven by a grow-
ing need for experts to deal with the
“complex web of challenges” facing
UK pension schemes.

PMI president Mike Sullivan says:
“I am sincerely pleased that such an
increased number of students have
completed the advanced diploma 

following the October exams. This
clearly demonstrates their commit-
ment to learning and hard work.”

Hargreaves Lansdown head of
advice Danny Cox says: “Alongside the
certainties of death and taxes is the
certainty that pension rules will
always be changing. 

“In addition to the increased aca-
demic requirements of the impend-
ing RDR, advanced pension qualifi-
cations demonstrate a commitment
to the profession and learning. Those
who do not seek to increase their qual-
ifications risk leaving themselves
behind the curve.”

Chief executive Sylvia Perrins 
says: “The NSAFS Professional Man-
ager Development programme is 
a vital component for businesses
which are seeking to grow their tal-
ent and build professionalism among
their staff. 

“The financial services industry 

is facing unprecedented change 
and consistent, high quality train-
ing is invaluable to equip managers
to cope with the current changes 
and challenges.”

The qualification builds on the
NSAFS’ existing Leadership and Man-
agement programme for those new
to management.

The launch of the qualification fol-
lows recent research from the Insti-
tute of Directors looking at the skills
shortage in the workforce.

It found that out of 1,600 directors
polled, nearly 60 per cent said they
were being held back by a lack of skills
both in the wider workforce and
among existing employees.

A further 31 per cent said they
struggled to fill vacancies, with man-
agement and leadership skills among
the hardest skills to source.

IoD director general Miles Tem-
pleman says: “It is disturbing that at
a time of economic weakness, the
growth of the private sector is being
held back by skills shortages. The Gov-
ernment needs to put more empha-
sis on sorting out these problems.”

Arecent report from the CBI and PwC on
the state of financial services has said
the industry is shedding staff at the
fastest rate in 17 years but I have not

found this is reflected in the IFA sector.
Last year, there were some redundancies 

in the IFA sector but they were dwindling and
this has been offset by the growth of some 
of the big IFAs.

I think some people such as sole traders left
the industry as a result the recession so it has
shrunk in terms of numbers of people who are
working in the sector and I am finding that
some of the IFA servicing roles are harder 
to fill as a lot of people. But that is the only
shrinking I have seen.

We have had a busy start to the year but 
in fact December was really busy. 
We have had a good
start and we are
probably twice as
busy as this time 
last year, so it has
been a good start.

It is a good sign
for the year
although I would say
we are comfortably
busy rather than
rushed off our feet. 
I expect February 
to be really busy and
then for it to quieten
in the run-up to the
year-end as people
start to look at their
budgets and
financial figures. 
I expect this year to
be better than last. The state of the economy
has tended to make people more cautious
when it comes to recruitment but the RDR 
and the industry itself is perhaps a bigger 
driver on recruitment needs and plans.

During the recession, people had
recruitment needs but were scared to get 
into the market. People were telling me on the
phone, “we need someone but can you ring us
in six months time as we want to wait and see
what happens with the market.”

I know a lot of people say you should 
do particular exams and specialise to become 
a pensions specialist or investment specialist
but I am still seeing a lot of demand for good
generalists. There is still a skill shortage
among paraplanners and I am finding 
it is a prerequisite for both paraplanners 
and advisers to have diploma status. People
are catching up with the qualifications but 
not as fast as I would have hoped.

There is a growing trend for people to take
the RO level diploma exams rather than the
older versions. There seems to be a little bit 
of confusion among firms about which route
is best and potential employers don’t always
recognise all the exams on a CV as they seem 
to be constantly changing.

Hopefully, the RO route will become
acceptable for both paraplanners and advisers.
A few people have told me that the RO route 
is more acceptable from paraplanners while
the JO would be a better route for advisers but 
I will wait and see if this is going to be the case
for what employers are looking for.

But although there still seems to be a little
confusion over qualifications, generally I feel
good about the outlook for the year.

If ever there were two
industries that you would
highlight as being slow off the
mark in their use of social

media, you would undoubtedly
pick financial services and
recruitment.

And if ever there were two
industries that you would
highlight as potentially being
turned on their heads by the
internet, again, you would pick
financial services and recruitment.

So it’s probably inevitable that
the financial services recruitment
industry was destined to thrash
about like a fish out of water in the
brave new Web 2.0 world.

The good news is that all three
industries are working hard to use
a range of online tools to network,
engage with their customers, share
best practice, debate industry
issues, etc. Only they’re not.

For the most part, they are using
social media to shout, to market,
to bark for attention and to try 
and sell.

It is great that these industries
appreciate that social media 
has a key part to play in their
communications initiatives but
not so great that they have no
strategy behind it whatsoever and
that no one taught them the rules
of engagement.

Rule One:  The more you try to
sell with social media, the less you
will actually sell. 

There’s a clue in the title social. 
It may involve some pretty cutting-
edge internet tools but “people
buy people” online just as much 
as they do face to face. In any

community of people, whether 
a group of friends in a pub 
or a group on LinkedIn, no one
likes people who don’t listen and
engage with you before they start
talking about themselves.

The same even goes for people
who might actually be looking for
your services – like job seekers.

The internet makes it easier than
ever before for people looking for
new jobs to search for a range of
roles and to that extent the world
of financial services recruitment is
making good use of technology.

But that model is still very Web
1.0 – put up a website, shout out
loud and hope the people will
come. And to some extent they 
do come but what are you doing
to keep them there, to listen to
their needs, to engage with them,
to create loyalty and to generate
referrals?

The way people are using the
internet today, it’s pretty clear 
that unless you’re going to listen 
to them and make an effort to
understand their needs, they 
won’t come in the first place 
or at the very least they will leave
immediately.

Using social media to advertise
Financial Services jobs
Twitter is currently seen as the
darling of the recruitment world –
short, sharp, simple, quick and
easy to use, indexed by Google 
in almost real-time and on the
surface appears to be proactive use
of a recruiter’s time. Only it’s not
much use at all if you only have 
a few followers. What is the point
in using Twitter at all if there’s no
one or very few people out there 
to see your tweets?

Since the launch of our jobs site,
we’ve been looking closely at how
recruiters (both employers and
recruitment firms) are using social
media to attract candidates and

the results are very mixed. Clearly,
LinkedIn and Twitter are seen as
favourite tools but the latter is
being used particularly poorly,
with many examples of recruiters
having posted as many as 
20,000-plus tweets (that is, job
advertisements), but with only a
hundred or so followers (if that).

Twitter is an engagement tool
and a conversation search engine
but the majority of recruiters are
simply using it as a free classified
jobs page. Not very Web 2.0 at all.

As I write, TweetDeck flashes 
up another recruiter shouting 
a “fantastic opportunity” in
Swansea. They have posted almost
50,000 tweets (advertisements)
have fewer than 1,000 followers
but are only following 18 people.

I don’t know about you but
anyone on Twitter who has 1,000
or so followers, has posted 50,000
times and who only follows a few
handful themselves are only there
to shout and sell but not to engage
– and that gets right to the core of
what social media is all about.

It’s not much better on LinkedIn.
We run several groups on LinkedIn
and more often than not, jobs are
just dropped into the forum areas
with little if any engagement with
the audience. Yes, that’s what
LinkedIn used to be about a couple
of years ago but it’s now much,
much more than that and any
recruiter using the website should
take time to think seriously about
designing some semblance of
strategy for maximising their
investment in LinkedIn.

So how can you use social media
to interact and engage rather than
just shout and attract new job
candidates?

Let’s take Twitter as a starting
point: 
� Listen to your market and what
people say about you and your
profession

� Observe people who are experts
and skilled in what they do and
who could make potential
candidates for future job roles
� Improve your knowledge, learn
new skills and share best practice
in recruitment
� Provide tips, ideas and resources
for job seekers – and to make
yourself attractive to potential 
job seekers
� Give tips and examples on how
to create great CVs
� Give interview tips
� Use search engine optimisation
to attract website traffic
� Provide thought leadership
� Use networking to build
relationships
� Collaborate with others on
projects
� Build relationships with loyal
advocates and people of influence
who will willingly support you
� Comment on issues online and
to share expertise
� Contribute to debates and add
value to people’s online experience
� Build brand loyalty and create
buzz around your proposition
� Provide customer service and
answer questions
� Use promotion, marketing and
sales (yes, it is allowed as part of
your overall Twitter strategy)
� Create source material as part of
an iPhone or other App
� Build a community around your
brand
� Build reputation and enhance
perception of credibility
� To find and promote events,
conferences and seminars
� Extend the reach of
advertisements

From what we can see, very few
financial services recruiters are
doing anything like the things
listed here when using Twitter or
other social sites for that matter.

As we enter 2011, the
demand for independent
financial advice remains
high. Over the last 12

months, Unbiased.co.uk received
nearly 350,000 enquiries for
independent advice and with
finance likely to remain in the
news in the next 12 months, 
we expect this to continue.

If the trends from 2010 are any
indicator, retirement planning 
is likely to be the most in demand
area of expertise. Retirement
planning was the most popular

area for advice throughout 2010
and has remained the top driver
for IFA searches in December,
with 38 per cent of searches
falling within this area.

Investment and saving has 
also been consistently in demand
from the public. In December, 
26 per cent of searches were to
find help with investment and
savings in general.

Specific advice on Isas, Oeics 
or unit trusts was the third 
most popular search subject 
in December 2010 and it has
remained of consistent interest
to consumers throughout 2010,
alongside mortgages, taxation
planning and stakeholder
personal pensions.

Investment trusts, protection,
equity release and saving for
children round out the rest 

of the top 10 most searched 
for subjects. The mortgage mar-
ket has seen an interesting change
as the year has drawn to a close. 

Our find a mortgage adviser
statistics for December 2010
suggest that interest rate rise
predictions may already be
having an impact on consumers
with searches for remortgage
advice reaching an all-time high
at the end of last year.

Remortgage business enquires
also overtook first-time buyers
enquires for the first time in
December, with 35 per cent 
of enquiries compared with 
32 per cent.

Interest in residential
mortgages and buy to let have
remained constant throughout
the year and in December they
accounted for 22 per cent and 16

per cent of searches respectively.
Interest in other specialist

areas such as equity release, high
loan to value, mortgages for the
self-employed, sub-prime and
commercial lending have all
remained consistent.

If these trends continue, 
the coming year should see
plenty of interest in the 
services IFAs have to offer.

The volume of consumer
searches shows there has 
been a constant demand for
independent financial advice
throughout 2010. With expected
changes to pensions and benefits,
and the recent VAT increase, 
we anticipate that even more
consumers will be looking to
reassess their finances in 2011.

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Role models 
Giving up smoking, getting fitter or

managing personal finances better are
always among the most popular goals
for self-improvement at the
start of a new year. According
to a recent survey, over 60 per

cent of us start the year with a resolution
and more than 50 per cent of these involve
getting fitter or being healthier.

Another popular challenge thrown up by
the annual personal audit is finding a new
job. In the spirit of “new year, new you” that
fills the media at this time of year, the idea 
of finding a fresh challenge seems to strike 
a chord with many people at this time.

But while newly
established ex-smokers 
are climbing the walls in
frustration and new gym
members are puffing
away on the treadmills, 
getting a new job 
is unlikely to be as
frustrating a task.

Although few of the
health regimes last much
longer than the end of
January, finding a new 
job can be a more easily
accomplished task. Dusting down and tweaking
a CV and getting in touch with recruitment
companies or keeping an eye on job ads are easy
to prioritise and accomplish and do not require
the constant application of some of the other
lifestyle changes.

This year, the second Tuesday in January was
tipped as the most popular day to look for a new
job by internet recruiter myjobsite. The company
says that typically the first Tuesday back after the 
new year sees record numbers of people start job
hunting but with many people delaying the return 
to work this year, the company expects Tuesday,
January 11 to be its busiest single day for new
applicants.

MyJobGroup.co.uk marketing manager Mark 
Riley says: “Our busiest day has traditionally 
been the first Tuesday back in the office after January
1. However, the unprecedented cold weather across
the UK means we have seen a slower build-up this
year but every weekday has been busier than the 
last and we are expecting the absolute peak to be
January 11.”

With the subdued economic conditions of the 
last two years conspiring to keep the job market
damped down, Riley says he expects 2011 to be 
a much more buoyant year generally. He says: 
“With many either simply happy to be in
employment or forced to stay put last year due to the
recession, we are expecting this year to be our busiest
yet as the economy improves and more people start
looking for new roles.”

The Government has also got the new year job bug.
In early January, the Prime Minister helped to launch
the New Enterprise Allowance scheme, which aims 
to encouraging new start-ups and growth among
existing small businesses.

Cameron said: “Throughout this year and beyond,
we will be focused relentlessly on supporting growth
and driving job creation across our economy. Backing
new enterprises to start up and small businesses to
grow will be what transforms our economy and will
deliver the many thousands of new jobs we will see
created this year.”

However, the outlook for employment in financial
services is looking decidedly mixed. A 2011 forecast
published by the CBI and PwC says that while the
financial services sector is expected to grow strongly
this year, employers are still keeping staff numbers
under scrutiny.

The CBI’s figures show that in the last three months
of 2010, volumes of business continued to grow
strongly but this has not transferred through to
profitability. As a result, staffing levels are predicted
to be under continued pressure.

CBI director-general designate John Cridland says:
“Activity in the financial services sector grew strongly
over the second half of 2010 but firms see growth
slowing over the coming three months and expect
another fairly moderate increase in profit-ability.
Numbers employed have fallen significantly 
and investment plans have weakened since
September. This probably reflects renewed cost
control, given little growth in incomes and slower
growth in profitablity.” 

Business conditions vary across financial services
sub-sectors, however. Whereas the banks expect
business volumes to remain subdued next quarter,
securities traders and investment managers have
fared much better and are continuing to take on staff.

The CBI and PwC’s analysis has not looked at the
IFA sector specifically but for those sectors that have 

been looked at in detail, the outlook
is varied.

PwC UK banking leader
Andrew Gray says banks are
likely to continue to reduce
their staffing levels. He says:
“Faced with weak demand

for new mortgages and
growing customer desire to
pay down debt, banks will

continue to find it difficult
to raise margins although
they should benefit from
reduced bad debts. While

almost all banks expect
compliance spend 

to climb this year,
they intend to
reduce overall 

costs, putting
headcount under

continued pressure.”
Insurance is also expec-

ted to reduce staffing 
to protect profitability.

PwC London market
insurance leader Gavin Phillips
says: “The past quarter has been 

a mixed bag for life insurers.
While volumes of business are 

still reported to be climbing, 
the value of new business has

disappointed. The sector’s
ability to raise capital 

is a major concern and
marketing budgets
for 2011 appear to
have been slashed.

The focus on
reducing operating

costs has lead to a welcome rise in profit-ability but
head-count is reported to have fallen further and
additional job cuts over the next three months are
expected.”

Asset management has perhaps the most optim-
istic outlook. PwC UK asset management leader Pars
Purewal says: “Investment managers have enjoyed
another good quarter as volumes of business, prof-
itability and numbers employed have all increased.
Due to the strong quarter, the sector is now looking
to invest in distribution and develop new products
and services. 

“Growing retail demand has given securities
traders their best quarter of activity and revenue 
in over a year. Retail investors appear to be putting
their concerns over the economy to one side and
taking up equities. Securities traders are cautiously
optimistic about the medium-term outlook and 
are starting to increase marketing spend and capital
investment plans. But levels of demand, the impact 
of regulatory reform and the availability of profess-
ional staff remain a concern.” 

Figures from specialist financial services pre-
employment screening firm Powerchex suggest 
that recruitment activity tailed off in December
following reasonably strong levels of hiring in the
previous 11 months.

Managing director Alexandra Kelly also says 
there could be a slow start to all sectors of financial
services recruitment  this year but says the temp-
orary slowdown needs to be put in context.

He says: “It is important to put the December
figures in the context of the past couple of years –
37 per cent more job offers were made by FS
companies in 2010 compared with 2009. In fact,
recruitment activity is up across all industry 
sectors, which means that we would need to see 
a catastrophic decline in fortunes across the whole 
of FS to get anywhere close to 2009 levels. For those
looking for opportunities within financial services,
bear in mind that things are much much better 
than in 2009.”
